Competition Rules
1. The competition will be run under Pony Club Rules 2020.
2. Open to one Senior Team, one Junior Team and one Mini team from each Branch/Centre. Second and third Teams in each category may be accepted in strict order of receipt if space permits.
3. The decision of the judges and Official Scorers is final.
4. It is regretted that no entry fee can be refunded after the closing date.
5. All teams must appoint a Team Manager with whom the organisers will issue all communication before, and in the event of qualification, after the event. 
6. An assessor must be put forward from each branch to be available on the day of competition. 
7. Answer sheets will be provided and only answers provided on these sheets will be accepted.
8. No Dogs.
9. No competitor may have a mobile phone on them whilst competing.
10. In consideration of our Landlords, please take your litter home.  

11. Final score sheets will be handed back to the Team Managers 20 minutes prior to prize giving.
12. Save for the death or personal injury caused by the negligence of the organisers, or anyone for whom they are in law responsible, neither the organisers of this event or The Pony Club nor any agent, employee or representative of these bodies, nor the landlord or his tenant, accepts any liability for any accident, loss, damage, injury or illness to horses, owners, riders, spectators, land, cars, their contents and accessories, or any other personal property whatsoever, whether caused by their negligence, breach of contract or in any way whatsoever..Entries are only accepted on this basis.

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Format of the event
Horse and Pony Care is an integral part of The Pony Club Championships each summer and features Teams of three Pony Club Members who demonstrate their knowledge and practical horsemanship skills taken from The Pony Club Efficiency Test cards over a number of rounds.
Each section will have around 10 rounds to be completed (less for Minis). The rounds will be of varying content; some practical and some theory. There will be approximately 10 questions per round. Teams will have 10 minutes per round to complete the question set.

Two or three of the rounds will involve ponies/horses, one round may involve handling, leading and/or preparing to travel.

All teams must nominate a Team Manager who can accompany them on the day.
Competitors must take part in all sections of the competition.

Dress: Should be appropriate to a working yard environment. Pony Club sweatshirts, shirt and tie, jodhpurs, boots, gloves and hats are expected. Coats should be available in case of weather change.

Scoring: Each round will be marked by a suitably experienced judge; all marks attained by each team in each round will contribute towards the overall score of that team; overall scores will be calculated by appointed Official Scorers on the day.

Points are also awarded for turnout and team spirit. One round will be chosen at random as the tie-breaker. In the event of a tie the Team with the highest score in that particular round, will be declared the winners.

Refreshments:  Drinks will be provided for all team Members. 

PLEASE CAN EACH TEAM BRING ONE PLATE OF FOOD TO SHARE WITH OTHER COMPETITORS (SAVORY OR SWEET).

Parents and team supporters will be able to purchase hot drinks and cakes through the day.

Mini Competition. 
Teams to consist of two Members aged 10 years and under, with one member being 8 years or under on the 1st January 2021. Questions will be based on the Horse & Pony Care section of the E & D level efficiency tests and easier parts of the D+ syllabus.
12.00-2.00pm
Junior Competition.  
Teams to consist of three Members. Ages to be 13 years and under on the 1st January 2019.  One Member to be 11 years or under on the 1st January 2021. Questions will be based on the Horse and Pony Care section of the D to C level efficiency tests and easier parts of the C+ syllabus.
2.30-4.30pm Senior Competition. 
Teams to consist of three Members. Ages to be 25 years of age or younger on the 1st January 2021. One Member to be 16 years or under on 1st January 2021. Of the remaining two Members, one may be between 21 and 25 on the 1st January 2019. Questions will be based on the Horse and Pony Care section of the C+ to AH level efficiency test.
N.B. Junior and Senior Competition may run concurrently, depending on entries.
Winning teams in all sections qualify for the National Championships on 23rd and 24th October 2021 at High Cross Equestrian Centre, Leicestershire. Team Managers will be notified of this on the day.

One Branch and one Centre team will go forward from each section. Rosettes to 6th Place
